Hot Weather 
Unless we are told we should close by the 

Local Authority or the Department for Education, 

we will remain open on Monday and Tuesday next 

week. However, we will be making adjustments to 

our normal timetables and routines to help keep 

everyone as cool and as safe as possible.  

 The children may spend time in a different 

classroom as some of our classrooms and other 

spaces are much cooler than others.  

 We will also make sure that the kinds of 

activities they are asked to do are suitable for 

the weather conditions.  

 We may have more frequent breaks, but these 

may be shorter to avoid the children being 

outside for any length of time.  

 Children will be expected to be in the shade 

when they are outside, but please make sure 

you have applied plenty of sunscreen to your 

child before school. 

 We will strongly encourage the children to keep 

drinking water throughout the day to help them 

stay hydrated, so please make sure you send 

your child to school with their water bottle. You 

might like to freeze their water bottle 

overnight so that the water will stay colder for 

longer.  

 Please make sure your child has a sunhat to 

wear as we will expect any child going outside 

to wear a sunhat.  

 The children may wear either school uniform or 

PE uniform, or a combination of the two. As long 

as it is school or PE uniform and comfortable, 

that will be fine. 

 The children may wear sensible sandals which 

can be held securely in place (no flip flops) 

without socks if this is more comfortable.
